But as we know from his story, he has had past failures. And his past failures in shepherding Israel
now carries life-changing consequences.
Because of what happened in the wilderness and numbers, Moses, he will only get to see the
promised land. And it is Joshua and the younger generation that get to walk in.
They will live and enjoy God's rest in the land. And this is the case here at PCBC, isn't it?
[35:31] Whether you're here and you teach English to new immigrants, whether you're here and
you're just patiently helping your children to know Jesus, whether you've been leading a group for
years, whether you've been serving in a ministry for years, often the case is this, we don't always
get to see the fruits of our labor.

As a dear sister reminded me earlier this week, God is always at work. He's always at work, but it's
a bonus if we get to see his work.
Think of how the apostle Paul reflected about this. 1 Corinthians 3, verse 6, he says, I planted,
Apollos watered, and God gave the growth.
At the beginning of the few founding families who started PCBC, not many are around today to see
what God has brought about. And even for us, with our English congregation, it will be a new
generation of people who will keep trusting the Lord and obeying God's mission.
And perhaps you're here, and like Moses, you feel a sense of regret. Or maybe a past sin or conflict
long ago still bears.
